Success is typically found in the 80/20 rule – preparation then execution. 

 
I. Kingdom Principles 
 
Significance: Every person is searching for a simple formula to successful, fulfilled life; finding our true 
purpose and living it. 
• Greatest life tragedy:  not death but life without purpose. 
• Greatest life failure: being successful in wrong assignment 
• Greatest Challenge: knowing what to do 
 
Jesus Christ, the most effective person that ever lived, reduced life to simple pursuits: 1. Place called 
Heaven, and 2. Concept of righteousness. God’s priority = Kingdom First 
Introduced a Heavenly kingdom to an earthly realm, restoring the lost Kingdom of Heaven on earth. (MT 
6:17 Repent, for the Kingdom of heaven is near) 

• Which Realm do you think is more powerful? 
• Why do have a tendency to focus only on the natural? 

 
SEEK KINGDOM UNDERSTANDING!!!  The glue of the kingdom is human need; we need 
each other, business create jobs and employees fill them.  We ought to be seeking the filling of 
the Holy Spirit in a surrendered way to open our eyes to a Kingdom mentality. 

 
If we take care of God’s priority - His Kingdom - He will take care of ours.  
MT 6:33 “Seek First the Kingdom of God, and all these things shall be added unto you….” 
Luke 10:10 “The knowledge of the secrets of the Kingdom of God has been given to you” 
Luke 17:21 “the Kingdom of God is within you” 

 
Kingdom Government: God’s government, citizenship through Jesus. Jesus turned world upside down. 
Can’t save ourselves nor provide for our own needs.  

 
• Everything belongs to the King, we own nothing. Kingdom resources are unlimited.   
• Jesus taught to not focus on possessions rather focus on our position in Him. 
• King’s favor, not earned but granted as desired by King. “added = did not work for” 
• Seek King’s Presence not things. Cease looking to ourselves but to our Heavenly Father-who is our 

true source.  
• Presence: righteousness attracts God because He is righteous. 

 
Righteousness: Gives us access to all rights, resources and privileges of citizenship. 

 
• Foundation for exercising the authority of God is our relationship with God.  
• Can’t hide or compartmentalize our life or character from Lord.  
• Today’s problems: not Kingdom lack, but a release and distribution issue (MT6:30 “O’ you of little 

faith”) 
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World’s economy is based on buying & selling (leverage), God’s economy is based on sowing and reaping 
(Creating) 
 
2COR9:10 “Now He who supplies seed to the sower and bread for food will also supply and increase your 
store of seed and will enlarge the harvest of your righteousness.”

II. Kingdom Living & Alignment 
 

• Holy Spirit and Truth 

John 16:5-7, 13 
 "But now I am going away to the One who sent me, and not one of you is asking where I 
am going.  Instead, you grieve because of what I've told you.  But in fact, it is best for you 
that I go away, because if I don't, the Advocate (Encourager, Comforter, Counselor) won't 
come. If I do go away, then I will send him to you.  When the Spirit of truth comes, he will 
guide you into all truth. He will not speak on his own but will tell you what he has heard.  
 (NLT) 
 
John 14:26 
But the Helper, the Holy Spirit, whom the Father will send in My name, He will teach you 
all things, and bring to your remembrance all things that I said to you. (NKJV) 
 
One of the main characteristics of Kingdom Living is that we have a relationship with the Holy 
Spirit. 
Paul prayed for the Corinthians that they would have fellowship with the Holy Spirit. 
The Holy Spirit is our Advocate, Comforter, Encourager, Counselor. He is our Helper. He teaches 
us all things. He will help us remember the Word of God and He will speak God’s word to us. In 
Acts 1:8 Jesus said that the Holy Spirit is the power of God in our lives. He is the Spirit of Truth. 
 

• Peace 
Col 3:15-16 
And let the peace of God rule in your hearts, to which also you were called in one body; and 
be thankful.  (NKJV)  
 
In God’s Kingdom we have peace. Peace is a fruit of the Holy Spirit. In the original language the 
word translated rule means to govern. The peace of God in our hearts is what is to govern our 
lives.  

• Prayer: Purposeful & Powerful 
James 5:16-17 
The effective, fervent prayer of a righteous man avails much. (NKJV) 
 
Eph 6:17-18 
…Take the helmet of salvation, and the sword of the Spirit, which is the word of God;  
praying always with all prayer and supplication in the Spirit, (NKJV) 
 
In order for our prayers to be effective they have to be prayed in the Holy Spirit. The Greek word 
used for word in this verse is Rahma. It means the spoken word of God. The Holy Spirit speaks 
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the Word of God to us that will be effectual when we are praying. Jesus is our example of how to 
use the Sword of the Spirit in warfare.  
 

• Faith: “The Currency of Heaven” 
2 Corinthians 5:7 
 For we walk by faith, not by sight. (NKJV) 
 
Hebrews 11:6 
But without faith it is impossible to please Him, for he who comes to God must believe that 
He is, and that He is a rewarder of those who diligently seek Him. (NKJV) 
 
2 Chronicles  16:9 
For the eyes of the Lord run to and fro throughout the whole earth, to show Himself strong 
on behalf of those whose heart is loyal to Him. (NKJV) 
 
The opposite of Faith is Fear. Fear keeps us from experiencing God. We receive the promises of 
the Kingdom by Faith. Our Faith must be in God and His word. As we diligently seek Him, He 
will speak to us by His Spirit the Word that will bring peace to us. Faith is what pleases God and 
will move His hand on our behalf.  
 
III. Sowing Seeds/Kingdom Harvesting 
Church: “We will take eternity in the future but you (enemy) can have the earth today”  
Jesus was victorious now and in the future!! Repent, change your way of thinking!!! 
 

• Discovering your Kingdom Purpose 
1. You have a purpose and destiny to impact eternity (2Chron 16.9) 
2. Kingdom Business: finances kingdom, reforms its culture, is the convergence of Glory & 

Gold. 
3. Crises and Adversity promote creativity and a search for answers – Good News 
4. We are made in His image; creator, builder, innovator, leader, designer “Someone who 

takes a concept and transforms it into reality” – A Business Person! 
5. You are well connected,  privileged, of royalty,  and Fully Funded with unlimited 

potential.  
 

• Alignment 
1. Jesus only did what he saw His Father do, alignment came through the Father.  JN 5:19 
2. Brings us into authority from heaven, makes our battle His battle. 
3. Need authority to address powers & principalities through power not our own. 

 
• Sowing and Nurturing 

1. If want a harvest must first sow a seed, first prepare good soil of the heart. MT 13 
2. Sow to the measure you want to receive, by faith you believe you receive. 

a. Faith which comes by “hearing,” not heard… that means it is an active and 
ongoing activity, not something that happens at one point in time.   

b. It is not simply believing, it is a confident “knowing.” 
c. Do you believe that the supernatural realm is more powerful than the natural 

realm? 
d. Faith grants us access to His reality… And it is the currency of Heaven. 

3. Sowing the right seed(s) will produce the right harvest; pray & obey for discernment. 
4. Get active, try something new, explore; enlarge your garden, take a calculated risk. 
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5.  Assess God’s investment of spiritual capital in your life/ business, what is in your hand. 
 

• Harvesting Kingdom Seeds 
1. Understand money is a spiritual weapon heavily utilized by enemy (to slow down 

Kingdom).  
2. Why has church been so afraid of success; older brothers in Lord don’t share this 

concern. 
3. The Kingdom of God advances through the established nature of God on earth and 

through the investment of righteous money into the Kingdom.  
4. Good Kingdom investment produces 100, 60 & 30 times MT13, results in charge of 

cities. LK 19 
5. Superchargers to God’s Heart: Malachi 3:8 and Psalm 122:6

One must be submitted to authority to exercise authority. 
 
Poverty is not caused by a lack of money, but of stewardship.
